This bulletin provides information on a correction of a wiring diagram for the Q64AD in the manual, Before Using the 
Product (BCN-P5781-A), supplied with the Q64AD, Q68ADV, or Q68ADI since August, 2010. 
The contents of this technical bulletin are included in the Before Using the Product (BCN-P5781-B) supplied with a 
module shipped after November, 2010. 

 
 
1. Correction details 

The wiring diagram for the Q64AD is corrected as follows.

A cable is connected to “V-”, “I+”, and “SLD” of the 
corresponding channel. 

 
 
A cable is connected to “V+” , “V-”, and “SLD” of the 
corresponding channel. 

 
2. Operation when the module is incorrectly wired 

When the Q64AD is incorrectly wired as shown above, it is regarded as not-wired. The module will not fail even when 
incorrectly wired.
