1. Caution

Directly touching the PLC or connected devices may cause malfunctions or failuresto occur. This may be caused by the
static charge stored in the human body discharging into the module.

2. Preventive measur es

Before handling the PLC or connected devices, touch a grounded metal object to discharge the static electricity from the
human body.

When inspecting arunning system, it is recommended to wear insulated gloves in order to prevent potential hazards.
(When the environment ambient humidity is low, it is advisable to avoid wearing clothes consisting of chemical based

fibers asthey can easily generate static electricity.)
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
